Non-native Chinese speaker students
can take both courses on “Buddhist Chinese |” (BUDA6006) and “Buddhist Chinese 1I” (BUDA6010) as substitutions
for fundamental Buddhist canonical language courses. Fundamental Buddhist canonical language courses are non-
credits courses for graduation program.
